Isaiah 53 Evangelistic Campaign

Chosen People Ministries presented The Gospel According to Isaiah Conference in March which explored in detail this important portion of Scripture—one that many Christian scholars refer to as “the gospel in the Old Testament.” Some of the top Messianic scholars in America covered a variety of topics including both the Christian and Jewish interpretation of the chapter, the use of Isaiah 53 in evangelism, the use of Isaiah 53 in the New Testament, and the important issues of forgiveness, salvation and substitutionary atonement. It was a wonderful time of teaching and training in Jewish evangelism. This conference is part of the Isaiah 53 Campaign, a larger initiative that aims to introduce thousands of Jewish people to this prophetic passage of Hebrew Scripture that points to Jesus. Many have already responded to our evangelistic ads and received a booklet that contains testimonies of Jewish believers and presents Jesus as the fulfillment of Isaiah’s prophecy. Join us in praying for God to open the hearts of Jewish people across the globe to the Messiah as revealed in Isaiah chapter 53.

The Tel Aviv Messianic Center

For over a decade, Chosen People Ministries has borne witness to the transforming power of the Gospel in Tel Aviv. We have been involved in a congregation there for many years, and we have now taken the next great step forward of establishing the Tel Aviv Messianic Center. Building upon relationships and ministries that are already well established, the Tel Aviv Messianic Center will expand our presence in a city where the human need for God’s peace grows greater with each passing day. We have acquired a 5000 square foot building in the center of the city near the bus station that will house our ongoing ministries to the many hurting people in this city, as well as some works in the planning stages. The building has become home to our Russian-speaking congregation and will be to a Hebrew-speaking congregation we are planting. The former banquet hall is now the site of our soup kitchen, ministry to those addicted to drugs and alcohol, ministry to the homeless, a Gospel Café and, eventually, a Messianic Christian K-12 school. The building also houses offices and classrooms.  Please pray that this building will be used by the Lord to significantly impact the people of Tel Aviv with the love and salvation of Messiah.

Second International Conference on Russian Jewish Evangelism 

We have just held our Second International Conference on Russian Jewish Evangelism in Jerusalem. Both of these events gathered Russian speaking Jewish and Gentile believers in Jesus who are leading ministries – mostly congregations – to Russian speaking Jewish people.  We wanted to give Russian believers an idea of how God is moving in the hearts of Russian Jews all over the world. We also wanted to help people cooperate and work together. We sought to bring leaders together, which would result in better relationships and to stimulate learning in leaders. We want discipled, growing and Yeshua focused leaders for this movement. The majority of the Messianic Jews attending this conference became believers in the late 1980s and early 90s; of the more than 100 congregations represented at this conference, there were only one or two in existence prior to 1989. To see Russian Messianic Jews preaching the gospel—worshiping Jesus in a Jewish way and exhibiting a blazing passion to reach their fellow Russian Jews with the 

Gospel—was tremendously encouraging. Please pray for the development of solid, mature leadership within the Russian Messianic community worldwide.

Chosen People Ministries Germany

Ministry to the Jewish people is flourishing in Berlin, once the center of Nazism. Chosen People Ministries dedicated our Berlin Messianic Center in 2006. We share in the excitement of Germany Director, Vladimir Pikman, at the rapid growth of the congregation he leads there.  He reports a time of spiritual renewal and revival in the congregation, with many unbelieving visitors. We share in their joy at seeing new people coming to Yeshua. Pikman has been training new leaders to start home groups and mentoring the youth as they build youth groups. Their services are broadcast online in Russian and German, which provides the opportunity to reach out worldwide in these languages. People literally from all continents are watching their services and receiving the Gospel in this way. The congregation has proved to be an amazingly strong testimony for the Messiah. Please pray for the spread of the Gospel in Berlin and throughout Germany through the ministry of Chosen People Ministries Germany.

This drew a number of the Jewish residents as well as Christians to the meeting and since then she has continued to organize regular events at the home. She has found favour with many of the residents but there is also growing opposition. May the Lord's work not be hindered by this. Please pray for her as she continues to minister in the home, that the seeds that have been sown will bear fruit.
