Jewish Evangelism and the Majority World 
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It is a fact that the Christian church is moving south and East. Already at the beginning of the 21 century it was said that more than 70 % of the world’s Christians now live in the non-Western world – and that figure has only increased since then. 
This fact is also reflected in how the selection of participants is chosen to the LCWE in South Africa in 2010. The organizers want the participation to represent the world-Christian pictures.

Jews do not live in the MW but from there we cannot conclude that the change in the demographics of the Church has no affect Jewish evangelism. It does and as LCJE we have already taken notice of this and begun to relate to it. However, the question is if we are doing enough and if we really understand what an opportunity this is for as – as well as a challenge?  

The changed demographic is reflected in the Statement from the Helsinki conference in 2003 and we also touch in this in LOP 60 - in a short paragraph. 

What have we done – or what are we doing? 

1) Bring African church leaders to Israel to introduce them to their Jewish roots and let them meet with Jewish believers.

2. Alexander College and courses for African leaders 

2) Reach out to Africans and other people groups already in Israel (Philippines’ and others). Each year people from these groups meet the gospel in Israel and get baptized. But what do they go back with as far as understanding Israel and the role of Jewish people?  

3) Reaching out to Israelis in India and other places in the East and help the local Christians there do the same

A Call to the Church – written for Africans or Asians

Some of us should take up the challenge and publish the book – or booklet – on Messianic believers, Jewish roots and Jewish mission for the African/Asia audience. The LOP 60 is a book for the church but it is clear that it is written with the church in the West in mind. What would such a book look like if it was written for an African audience? Could we make this a joint venture or even an LCJE project?   
The problem of “replacement Theology”  
Philip Jenkins in his book on the Bible read in Africa underlines a problem that should concern us: That there is a clear “replacement” reading of the Old Testament in African churches.
The theology that comes out of the churches in the Majority World does most often not have an ecclesiology and therefore no real appreciation of the continued role of the Jewish people. 

Should we as Jewish mission organizations go to Asia and Africa and speak in churches  – not to fund raise - but to offer bible teaching in seminars and colleges in order to ensure that believers there are challenged to consider what the Bible says about Israel and the Jewish people – and therefore also be encouraged to pray for the salvation of the Jewish people – even though they don’t have Jewish neighbours.
