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1. Eighth European conference of LCJE in Révfülöp, Hungary 
From March 10th to13th 2005 participants from thirteen countries and ten societies committed to Jewish evangelism met to report on their ministries and to consider more effective ways to reach the Jewish communities in Europe with the gospel. 2. Local conferences of LCJE 
Members of different organisations and individuals from Germany and Switzerland met regularly in the middle of December at Neukirchen/Knüll by invitation of the German-speaking branch of LCJE.
