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We last met as an International body of LCJE August 7-12, 2003 in Helsinki, Finland. Our topic of that conference was “Jesus and His People.” During our national meeting in Helsinki, Theresa Newell, Coordinator, and Robert Specter, Secretary, were re-elected for a second 4​year term. 

Since 2003, LCJE NA has held four annual national conferences – our 21st to 24th annual North America LCJE conferences in the following cities and dates: Toronto, April 26-28, 2004; San Francisco, March 7-9, 2005; Pittsburgh, April 24-26, 2006; and, San Antonio, April 16-18, 2007. 

Serving on the LCJE NA National Advisory Council during this time were: Steve Cohen, Fred Klett, Justin Kron, Derek Leman, Loren Jacobs, Russ Resnik, Jim Sibley and Bruce Newell. 

Toronto, April 26-28, 2004 
Our conference in Toronto held at the Novotel North York Hotel with the theme of “Training for Jewish Evangelism” was met with visitors from the local Jewish press who announced our presence in their city. We heard reports from Andrew Barron, Daniel Nessim, Larry Rich, Al Runge and others working in Jewish mission in Canada. 

Pattaya LCWE conference 2004 
From September 29 to October 5, 2004, seven of us from the international committee of LCJE traveled to Pattaya, Thailand, for the LCWE conference. Susan Perlman, Tuvya Zaretsky and Theresa Newell represented LCJE NA. The product of their work there, which came to be called popularly “LOP No. 60,” was the booklet, “Jewish Evangelism: A Call to the Church” edited by Tuvya Zaretsky. Robert Specter volunteered his Rock of Israel ministry’s space for storing LOP #60 copies as well as acting as distribution center for the publication. 

San Francisco, March 7-9, 2005 
“Networking Jewish Outreach” was the theme of the 2005 LCJE NA conference at the Radisson Miyako Hotel in San Francisco. Jews for Jesus hosted the participants at their Headquarters offices before the conference began on Monday, March 7. Dr. Mark Bailey of Dallas Theological Seminary was the Bible teacher. A report was given on the Thailand LCWE conference by Kai Kjær-Hansen. Stan Telchin led a discussion of his latest book, Some Messianic Jews Say Messianic Judaism is Not Christianity, and Jerry Tankersley was a guest from PCUSA explaining “What’s Happening with PCUSA and the Jews?” Susan Perlman presented the Media Report and Rich Robinson explained the Historical Archives project that was being moved from JFJ’s website to that of LCJE. Sally Klein O’Connor of Improbable People Ministries presented a concert at the closing banquet. 

CEO Conference, Dijon, France May 9​13, 2005 
Held at the Abbaye de la Bussiere, near Dijon, France, many from LCJE NA were represented at this CEO conference both giving and receiving information around topics of Jewish evangelism worldwide and building fellowship among the leaders of various ministries. LCJE NA Coordi​nator, Theresa Newell, returned from France the night before her graduation on May 14 for her Doctor of Ministry degree from Trinity School for Ministry in Ambridge, Pennsylvania. The topic of her doctoral thesis was: “Preparing the Church to Evangelize Jewish People.” 

Pittsburgh, April 24-26, 2006 
The theme, “For such a time: The Urgency of Jewish Evangelism” was addressed by the following speakers: Arnold Fruchtenbaum, Mitch Glaser, Kai Kjær-Hansen, Baruch Maoz, Susan Perlman, and Murray Tilles. The Rev. Dr. Paul Zahl, Dean-president of Trinity Seminary, was the Bible teacher. The conference met at The Pittsburgh Marriott Center City Hotel. Local Pittsburgh pastors and messianic leaders were hosted at a lunch on April 25 and many attended the full conference. In September of 2005, Jews for Jesus had brought the “Behold Your God” campaign to Pittsburgh and many of these pastors had stood with the evangelists during that time. Also Theresa Newell had been called to meet with five Jewish leaders of Pittsburgh on January 31, 2006 who protested the LCJE NA conference held in the city where approximately 60,000 Jewish people live. Garrett Smith, who had directed the “Behold Your God” campaign in Pittsburgh, was speaker at the closing dinner of the conference on April 26. 

San Antonio, April 16-18, 2007 
For the first time, LCJE NA conference was held in this Texas city famous for its River Walk and The Alamo. The theme of the conference was “Jewish Evangelism and the Body of Messiah.” Over 85 participants were welcomed to the city by two Jewish missions headquartered there: CJF Ministries, directed by Gary Hedrick; and Ariel Ministries, led by Arnold Fruchtenbaum. In its business meeting, “An Appeal for Unity” document was passed calling “upon Jewish and Gentile believers to join in humility and mutual respect for the various expressions within the Body of Messiah as a sign of the truth of the Good News of Jesus that the world may know Him and the One who sent Him.” Evening speakers included Dr. Lamar Cooper of Criswell College, Dallas, Dr. Michael L. Brown, FIRE School of Ministry, Concord, NC, and Dr. Raleigh Washington, Road to Jerusalem Ministry, Denver, CO. Bishop William C. Frey brought the Bible Readings each day. 

Other business 
LCJE NA has maintained the LCJE website. Much archival material, including papers given at all conferences as well as past issues of The Bulletin is now posted to the website. Work is needed to scan earlier papers which had not been digitalized for posting onto the website. Plans are made to begin this work this year. 

LCJE NA has operated as a non-profit organization with no paid employees over the last eight years. A balance of approximately $3,000 has been maintained to cover the organizational expenses pertaining mainly to the costs associated with the annual national conferences. 

Final word 
I have counted it a great privilege to serve as LCJE NA coordinator for these past eight years. I am grateful to all speakers who have generously given of their time and prepared excellent papers, all with no remuneration. I give great thanks to those in the leadership who have served on my National Advisory Council and to Robert Specter who has served as LCJE NA Secretary. I could not have taken on this position without the complete support and help from my dear husband, Bruce Newell. Above all, I thank our gracious Lord for calling me to the work of taking the Gospel to His Jewish people. To Him be all glory! 
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
